The regulations for the prize are as follows:

1. The prize will be awarded to an essay submitted for assessment in an undergraduate course work unit by the student at an Australian or New Zealand University on a topic related to health, law and ethics in 2005 or 2006. 
2. The essay must not exceed 5000 words.

3. Entries must be submitted to ANZIHLE by the 24 May 2006. Entries are to be submitted electronically by Word document attached to email to: judy.allen@health.wa.gov.au
4. Entries must be accompanied by an endorsement from the unit co-ordinator at the student’s university where the essay was assessed, certifying that the essay meets the requirements of these regulations and is worthy of consideration for the prize.

5. A selection committee appointed by the board of ANZIHLE will award the prize. The selection criteria will be:
· scholarship in either a health science, law or ethics

· exploration of the interface between health, law and ethics

· ability to communicate 

· originality

6. The winner will be announced at the Kirby Oration at the ABA/ANZIHLE conference in Brisbane, July 5-8, 2006
7. The winning essay will be published in the Journal of Bioethical Inquiry.
8. The winner will also receive 

· Assistance to  travel to the ABA/ANZIHLE conference in Brisbane, July 5-8, 2006, 
· One years membership of ANZIHLE, which includes a subscription to the Journal of Bioethical Inquiry and

· Registration fees at the annual ABA/ANZIHLE conference in Brisbane, July 5-8, 2006 

Students submitting papers for the essay competition, who also wish to present their work in a conference session, should submit a separate abstract through the abstract submission page on the conference website.
