Details:

1. The prize will be awarded to a paper that addresses ethical issues arising in relation to medicine, the health sciences or health care in general.  Submissions will be welcomed from any of the disciplines that offer a perspective on such issues, including philosophy, bioethics, law, social theory, sociology, anthropology, psychology, feminism, linguistics, cultural studies, history, literary theory and literature.

2. The paper should not exceed 3000 words.   It should conform to the requirements for submission to the Journal o Bioethical Inquiry, available at URL: http://www.jbioethicalinquiry.org/ 

3. The prize is open to any Australasian University student. 

4. Papers should be submitted electronically to Gail Tulloch, who is coordinating the assessment of the submissions. (g.tulloch@griffith.edu.au)    

5. A selection panel, consisting of two members of the ABA committee and two members of the editorial board of the ABA Journal, will assess the submitted papers. 

6. Criteria for assessment will be (a) evidence of academic scholarship,     (b) familiarity with the chosen area, (c) rigour in presentation, and            (d) originality. 

7. The winner will be announced at the ABA/ANZIHLE conference in Brisbane, July 5-8, 2006.

8. The winner of the scholarship receives: 

· Automatic presentation of the paper at the conference;

· Registration fees for the conference;

· One year’s subscription to ABA membership;

· Publication of the paper in the Journal of Bioethical Inquiry.
